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’ ABOUT ODISHA

Odisha's history is deeply etched by the monumental Kalinga War (261 BCE), a pivotal event that transformed Emperor
Ashoka towards Buddhism and peace. For centuries, it was a formidable maritime powerhouse, with brave seafarers
(Sadhabas) establishing trade and cultural links across Southeast Asia, and was later ruled by powerful dynasties like the
Somavamshis, Gangas, and Gajapatis who built vast empires.

Often called the "Soulof Incredible India," its culture is anchored in the revered Jagannath tradition of Puri. The state boasts
unparalleled architectural marvels like the UNESCO World Heritage Konark Sun Temple, the classical elegance of Odissi
dance, intricate Pattachitra scroll paintings, masterful silver filigree (Tarakasi), and the rich, indigenous traditions of its 62
distinct tribalcommunities.

Odia cuisine is a masterclass in balancing subtle flavors, heavily relying on mustard oil, garlic, and panch phutana (a native
five-spice blend). Everyday comforts range from the cooling Pakhala (fermented water rice) paired with fried
accompaniments, to the nutritious, temple-born Dalma (roasted lentil and vegetable stew) and exquisite coastal seafood
curries. Furthermore, Odisha is a pioneer in dairy-based desserts, famous for the caramelized, baked Chhena Poda and the
historically significant Pahala Rasagola.
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’ PLACES TO VISIT

Satapada on Chilika Lake

is one of Odisha's most loved nature
destinations, best known for boat rides
and sightings of the rare Irrawaddy dolphins.
It lies at the eastern end of Chilika, the lagoon
promoted by Odisha Tourism as a major attraction
for cruising, dolphin spotting, and visits toward the
sea-mouth area.

Raghurajpur Heritage Village

is a celebrated artisan village near Puri,
renowned for preserving Odisha's traditional crafts
N and performing arts. It is especially famous for
Pattachitra painting, palm-leaf engraving, and as a
center linked with the Gotipua dance tradition,
which is closely associated with the roots of
Odissi dance. Every lane reflects Odisha's
artistic soul, making it a unique
destination for lovers of tradition,
craftsmanship, and living heritage.

Bhitarkanika National Park

is a spectacular mangrove wilderness
known for its serene waterways, diverse
birdlife, and thriving population of saltwater

crocodiles. Often called the “Mini Amazon” of
India, it offers visitors an unforgettable experience
of boat safaris, natural beauty, and rare coastal ecology.

Pipili Applique Village

is one of Odisha's most vibrant craft
destinations, celebrated for its world-famous
appliqué work, locally known as Chandua. Odisha
Tourism describes Pipili as a heritage craft village
whose colorful fabric art stands among Odisha's
best-known artistic exports, while the Puri
district site highlights its umbrellas, wall
hangings, bags, and decorative textiles.
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Dhauli Shanti Stupa

is one of Odisha's most significant
heritage and peace destinations, located
on Dhauli Hill near Bhubaneswar. Odisha
Tourism notes that the Peace Pagoda was built in
1972 by the Japan Buddha Sangha and the Kalinga
Nippon Buddha Sangha, and it stands on the site
associated with the historic Kalinga War, symbolizing
Emperor Ashoka's transformation toward peace.

Udayagiriand Khandagiri Caves

are among Bhubaneswar's most important
ancient heritage sites, known for their historic
rock-cut caves, sculptural details, and panoramic
hilltop views. Odisha Tourism describes them as

some of the oldest rock-cut caves in the region,
reflecting the deep influence of Jain heritage
and early ascetic life.

is a lively amusement and water park
offering thrilling rides, refreshing water
attractions, and fun-filled experiences for
visitors of all ages.
